Open meeting-place (no registration necessary), snack bar, always 
two of our members there to welcome you, lots of space and play 
area for socialising, well-stocked book-cupboard, magazines, 
information file. Your first visit is free. 

9 Groups: 
Open baby-group (0 - approx. 9 months), no registration necessary; 
Miniclub (from 18 months); “mums and toddlers” (from approx. 9 
months). 

9 Kourses, talks: 
Creative dancing for children, belly dancing, fitness training, aerobics, 
yoga, ante-natal classes, post-natal gymnastics, handicrafts, talks about 
health and child-raising etc. - with free child-minding during the day. 

9 Events, Parties: 
Annual Moosach cultural festival, Moosacher Dorffest (Moosach village 
festival), family brunch, children’s carnival, “St. Nikolaus” party. Other 
annual events, such as “World Children’s Day”, “World Women’s Day”. 
Events in our nearby shopping centre (Olympia Einkaufszentrum).

for children’s clothing, women’s clothing, toys.
